DELIA’S RECIPE -
KEEMA SPICED COTTAGE PIE – INDIAN SPCES WITH A BRITISH CLASSIC
It is from the magazine ‘Simple Needs’ which Delia’s daughter-in-law, Tina, buys for Delia as a Christmas present.  Both of them spotted the recipe in February (Tina in America and Delia in Glazebury) and thought the same – this looks good.
HERE IS THE RECIPE:-
RECIPE FOR 4
INGREDIENTS:
1 tablespoon of vegetable oil, 1 medium onion finely diced, ½ teaspoon of ground turmeric
2 tablespoons of garam masala (optional), ½ teaspoon of cumin seeds, 2 garlic cloves minced
2 teaspoons of fresh root ginger, 2 red chillies finely chopped, 500 grams of minced beef
1 tin of chopped tomatoes, 300 grams of frozen peas (defrosted), 25 grams of coriander
1 kilo of potatoes cut into chunks, 150 mils of milk, 80 grams of unsalted butter, 1 teaspoon of ground turmeric and 1 egg yolk
METHOD:
Pre-heat oven to 200 or 180 in fan over or gas 6.  Heat the oil in a frying pan over medium heat.  Add the onions and sauté for 10 minutes.  Add turmeric, garam masala and cumin seeds and toast for 2 minutes.  Then add garlic, ginger and chillies and sauté for a further 5 minutes until soft and slightly brown.
Fry beef and sauté until any liquid has evaporated.  Add tomatoes and cook for a further 15 minutes.  Add peas and coriander leaves and season.  Spoon into an ovenproof dish.  Leave to cool.
Potato topping – boil potatoes in salted water for about 20 minutes or until soft, then drain.  Add milk, butter and turmeric and mash together.  Put in egg yolk and mix well.  Spread potato topping over the mince and ruffle the surface.  Place dish in oven and cook for 30 minutes or when mince mixture bubbles at sides.
